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In particular, the Thatchers Association members shall not knowingly engage or co-operate in:

COLLUSIVE TENDERING

Attempt to make, arrive at, give effect to, be concerned in, or be a party to, any Collusive Arrangement or Understanding.
MISLEADING CONDUCT
Engage in any conduct that is misleading or deceptive or is likely to mislead or deceive.

ANTI-COMPETITIVE PRACTICES

Supply, or attempt to supply, any goods or materials upon condition that the purchaser agrees to take other goods or services from a nominated third party.

OBSERVANCE
All members shall observe the requirements of Industry Codes of Practice and the objectives, articles and ethics of the Thatchers Association of South Africa.

AVOIDING COMPLAINTS
Members are encouraged to communicate effectively and regularly with their clients at all times. Proper documentation is vital for both parties.

Members recognise that if their client has a problem, then they have a problem. All problems have a solution and it helps both parties if problems are resolved quickly, rather than letting them drag on to become disputes.

Avoiding disputes costs less for both parties than dispute resolution. So, by working together and finding solutions both parties are better off.

BREACHES OF THE CODE
It is important to remember that the Code applies to the conduct and behaviour of Members and does not apply to contractual disputes.  Disputes over contractual rights/obligations or technical matters should be dealt with under the contract between parties. It is not the function of the Code to adjust the contractual rights or obligations of the parties, which is the role of the Courts, Arbitrator or other Disputes Resolution Agents.
SCOPE

1. The Code of Ethics has been drawn up to provide the minimum standards to be maintained by all Members.

2. All Members shall observe the Code in so far as it applies. 

3. Members are required to uphold this Code of Ethics, as a condition of their Membership with the Thatchers Association of South Africa

4. Changes to the Code will be issued from time to time.

DUTIES AND REQUIREMENTS

  All members shall observe the following duties and requirements:
1. Comply with the Law. 
2. Work in a competent and responsible manner and shall act in a courteous manner, respect the privacy and property of their Clients. 
3. Have a high and particular regard to matters of health and safety in accordance with the Occupational, Health and Safety Act, 1993.
4. Provide Clients with clear information about services offered specifications and proposed work to be under taken. 
5. Provide Clients with clear information of the price for the work proposed and the method of payment. This should involve providing the Client with a written estimate or quotation. 
6. Provide Clients with a clear timetable for any works also include an estimated completion date as well keep them fully aware of any alterations to timetables. 
7. Maintain their own skills and knowledge. 
8. Be responsible for the actions of the Member's own Staff, Subcontractors, Advisers and Agents.
